1)    Approval of the minutes of the last meeting (16th January 2019) and actions arising.
It was noted that the date and venue for the 2019 Lunch have been amended and will be reported in this meeting. All other actions are now closed.
2)    Developments within the Department of Engineering.

Professor Shollock advised that the newly opened Teaching Labs in the Macadam building will be available for tours by alumni attending the Annual Lunch. It may be possible that the space under the Quad, currently being refurbished, would also be available for a tour. This should not be advertised with the Lunch invitation though. She also agreed to be the key speaker at this event.

The curriculum for the General Engineering courses is still under development with the intent of covering a wide syllabus. Intake in 2020 is aiming for about 30 students.  A broader curriculum for 1st year Biomed and electronic Engineering is needed. A summary outlining the re-introduction of Engineering at King’s is being prepared. 
Ongoing developments include Engineering Department staff moving into the Strand building, levels 1&2, by August 2019. The refurbishment of the Quad now includes the whole of the Macadam and Embankment buildings. When complete, the Engineering Department will be directly accessible from level -1 of the King’s building. On account of other parallel work in Somerset House, the completion date is now 2021. Marketing and fund raising teams are being set up.
3)  Review of Timetable for Bursaries and Medals

The 2018 procedure was discussed and the criteria for eligibility will amended by removing the stipulation that the student should not currently hold some other form of funding. The timetable will be updated to suit the tentative date of 29 November for the AGM. Also this timetable will be forwarded to the Engineering Administrator to ensure that students are given early advice.
